2016.02 (a) Before 2016, the top entrance on the survey was fixed and the bottom entrance was not fixed. Due to surface surveys at Easter 2016, which were tied into recognizable 
surface features from aerial photos, the top (#0733) and bottom entrances (#4382) are now fixed using datum ETRS89 at 30T 0.450.017 4.792.407 altitude 412m and 30T 0.450.744 
4.792.364 altitude 312m respectively (although the altitudes do not agree with the map!).
(b) The consequence is that there is now a loop between top and bottom entrances and, along with other old and new loops further north in the cave, the passage centre line has 
moved and no longer fits the drawn cave survey.
(c) A decision has been taken to fit new passages locally around the centre line and not completely move/redraw the pre-2016 passages. New passages in the future may require a 
complete redraw of the survey.

SURVEY DATE 9 / 10/ 2017
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Sisters of Perpetual Indulgence
1: Over 2015-2016, the high level SoPI extension was explored. This connects down to the streamway downstream of sump 5.
2: The streamway between sumps 5 and 6 was resurveyed as 0733-mainstream.
3: There appear to be errors in the original sumps passages surveys so the upstream end of the 0733-mainstream batch has been “disconnected” from 
downstream sump 5 and reliance placed on the accuracy of the newer high level and mainstream surveys (including loops).
4: The consequences in Survex:
 a: the original position of sump 5 is now 73m 224 degrees from the 0733-mainstream position.
5: In this CorelDraw survey: 
 a: Sump 6A is now based on batch 17-05 resurvey data. (Rupert Skorupka)
 b: Sump 6B is the old sump survey appended to 17-05 data.
 c: The passage from sumps 2 to 5 has been squashed and rotated to link with upstream 0733-mainstream survey.
